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Coaches Charter

Broughty United Youth Football Club operates the following Coaches Charter. Coaches shall comply with the Charter and respect the position of representing the Club. 

Coaches who are proven to be operating outwith the charter will be liable for action to be taken against them by the Club. 

Coaches Should…….

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every player and treat everyone equally within the context of the sport.

· Prohibit any use of camcorders and cameras unless parental consent is provided.

· Place the well-being and safety of the performer above the development of performance.

· Develop an appropriate working relationship with players based on mutual trust and respect. Coaches must not exert any undue influence to gain any personal benefit or reward.

· Encourage and guide athletes to accept responsibility for their own behaviour and performance.

· Always promote the positive aspect of their sport (e.g. respect, effort and sportsmanship) and never condone rule violations.

· Ensure the activities they direct or advocate are appropriate for the age, maturity, ability and experience of the individual.

· Endeavour to obtain up to date and nationally recognised governing body coaching qualifications.

· At the beginning clarify with athletes exactly what is expected of them and what athletes are entitled to expect of their coach.

· Respect athletes’ right to their own personal development, independence and self-determination.

· Follow an open door policy in changing rooms and showers

· Must consistently display high standards of behaviour and appearance.

· Should be aware of how to deal with and report the disclosure or suspicion of abuse or wellbeing concerns.

· Immediately report incidents of inappropriate language, behaviour or abuse by another coach.

· Have current membership list / register available at all activities.

· Know where the first aid box is


Coaches should not………………….

· Allow parents access to changing areas where appropriate

· Use, encourage or allow inappropriate language or behaviour or abuse

· Participate in one to one coaching other than during normal coaching sessions and always in the presence of other coaches and athletes

· Allow or engage in inappropriate touching of any form

· Not make sexually suggestive comments about or to a child, even in fun

· Not refer to a child's ethnicity, religion, gender, disability, or sexuality in a way that is derogatory

· Not allow children or other coaches to use inappropriate language 

· Not do things of a personal nature for children that they can do for themselves

· Attempt to treat injuries unless qualified to do so.

· Meet children away from the Club environment or a meeting place without a parent or other adult being present. 

· Not smoke or allow smoking on club facilities or during any club activities

· No alcohol or drugs of any kind may be consumed during club activities that involve children under the age of 18 (excludes any essential medication required). This also includes the period immediately prior to such activities, where it is reasonably expected the effects of alcohol or drugs may still be apparent. 


I hereby acknowledge my understanding of the above noted requirements and my responsibilities relating thereto. I agree to fully comply with the Charter and further note and commit to the following;

· I will ensure the necessary application is made without undue delay for membership of the required scheme for PVG purposes.

· Any resources, kit or equipment purchased for the Club or teams I assist, remains the property of the Club and will be returned should I leave.

· Should I leave the Club for any reason, I agree to reimburse the full cost of any education or training courses paid by the Club over the prior 12 months.
