· Develop an appropriate working relationship with players based on mutual trust and respect.

· Any form of physical, sexual, racial or verbal abuse or the use of foul language will not be tolerated.
· Ensure that sessions and games are appropriate for the age, maturity, experience and ability of the individuals.

· Must consistently display high standards of appearance and behaviour.

· Have a fully stocked first aid kit at games and training and sessions.
· Attend an SYFA/SFA approved first aid course. 
· Hold a current membership list and have a register available at all activities.
· Complete all club registration process through the club secretary then complete a PVG check with the child wellbeing officer of the club. 

· Report any accidents or first aid required to parents and record in you accident book.
